“FIVE YEARS OF THE EXCHANGE
FUNCTIONING MADE IT AN
EFFECTIVE REGULATORY TOOL
OF THE WHOLESALE MARKET”

The Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange was
launched 5 years ago and remains the only commodity exchange
in Belarus. The first auctions on wood products export were
held in June, 2005. Now the Exchange has 4 commodity
sections trading in metal products, wood products, agricultural
products, industrial and consumer goods.

T he Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange foundation
of state regulation in the sphere of home and foreign

wholesale trade in strategic products. Thus introduction of the commodity exchange
market is exclusively market way of trade regulation among market participants.

Atthe initial stage the Exchange has deliberately minimized costs of its participants
for the Exchange operations. When auctions started, the maximal exchange fee made
1.8% of the transaction amount, now it ranges from 0.1 to 0.4% being the only fee
paid by the auctions participants to the Exchange. Other services such as clients’
accreditation and registration, software, training to work with the trading system,
post-trading information, expert consultations are rendered free of charge.

The Exchange electronic information trading system is software-hardware
system which automatically provides information interchange between participants
of exchange trade and allows to carry out and register transactions. In fact, once
accredited at the Exchange, manufacturers of exchange goods can use a previously
formed distribution network. This advantage of exchange trade was long ago
appreciated by market participants, both residents, and non-residents of Belarus that
is proved by steady growth in their amount.

The Exchange has 7,076 participants and clients of brokers (+532 to the amount
of the beginning of the current year), among them 1,449 (+99) non-residents from
47 countries of the world on June, 1,2010. It should be noted that ever more participants
join exchange trade despite the fact that practically all kinds of the goods traded at the
Exchange can be sold via different trade channels according to the legislation.

Besides the Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange was among the first to
have recorded the Belarus economy revival after 2008-2009 recession. 66,838 exchange
transactions to the sum of 1,197.36 billion Belarusian rubles were carried out in January-May,
2010 that made 163% in comparison with the same period of 2009. The volume of export
transactions made 312.45 billion Belarusian rubles, having increased by 74% in comparison
with the last year. The total volume of additional revenue and capital saved by Belarusian
market participants for this time is estimated at the amount of 73 billion Belarusian rubles,
which is by 38% more than the parameter for the same period of 2009.

Moreover, there is constant search for new exchange tools to be introduced at the
Exchange. One of them is a platform of the electronic exchange auctions in industrial and
consumer goods which was launched in May, 2009. By estimations of its multiple users,
it is unique and unrivaled. Any goods ranging from household to high-tech products can be
