on the other part, collectively referred to as the ‘Parties’, have made this Contract based on the results of the exchange auction at JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ as follows:
1. SUBJECT MATTER
1.1. Pursuant to this Contract, the Seller undertakes to sell, and the Buyer undertakes to accept and pay for the commodity, with the name, quantity, price, total value, terms of delivery (deadline, basis, etc.), and payment terms as provided in the appendix (specification) which constitutes an integral part of this Contract.
1.2. Deviations from the total quantity of the commodity to be supplied under this Contract shall be permitted, but shall not exceed ±10% (including with respect to each individual commodity item), with the exception of commodities supplied in the packages (containers) stipulated for such commodities by the appropriate technical regulations.
2. CONTRACT PRICE
2.1. The price of the commodity shall be determined subject to the results of the exchange auction, and shall not change throughout the effective term of this Contract.
2.2.The Seller confirms that the price of the commodity is determined subject to the applicable requirements of the legislative acts regulating pricing matters.
3. PAYMENT TERMS
3.1. The payment for the commodity to be supplied under this Contract shall be made on the terms provided in the appendix (specification).
3.2. If the terms of the specification foresee the possibility of payment with the use of subaccounts of the Exchange, the Buyer shall transfer funds to the account of JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ in accordance with the by-laws of JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’, using the bank details published on its website www.butb.by.  The Buyer shall, within 1 business day from the date of receipt of the commodity, send to JSC 'Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange' a written notice of receipt of such commodity, and an order for the transfer of funds from the account with JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ to the settlement account of the Seller.
4. QUANTITY AND QUALITY ACCEPTANCE OF THE COMMODITY. EXPERT EVALUATION
4.1. The procedure for the quantity and quality acceptance of the commodity shall be governed by Regulations on Quantity and Quality Acceptance of Commodities approved by Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus dated September 3, 2008 No. 1290.
4.2. Each batch of the commodity shall be accompanied by the documents confirming its quality and safety in accordance with the requirements of the existing legislation. If necessary, the Seller and the Buyer shall negotiate a list of additional accompanying documents.
4.3. The quantity acceptance of the commodity by the Buyer shall be performed in accordance with the information provided in the shipping documents furnished by the Seller at the time of delivery of the commodity.
4.4. In the event of failure of the commodity to comply with any of the indicators determined in accordance with this Contract or the specification, the Buyer may assert quality claims against the Seller within 15 days following the date of receipt of the commodity from the carrier, or its arrival at the warehouse of the Buyer. Such claims shall be made in writing, and shall be accompanied by substantiating documents.
Failure of the quality indicators of the commodity to comply with the terms of this Contract shall be confirmed by non-compliance certificates drawn by an independent expert organization. 
Expert evaluations of the quantity and quality indicators of the commodity shall be conducted at the expense of the initiating Party, with all related costs being subsequently charged to the account of the guilty Party.
4.5. If it is necessary to conduct an expert evaluation of the quantity and/or quality indicators of the commodity, the initiating Party shall notify the expert organization of the need to conduct such expert evaluation in accordance with the requirements of Regulations on Procedures for the Expert Evaluation of Exchange Commodities approved by the Minutes of the Board of JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ dated August 2, 2007 No. 40. 
5. LIABILITY OF THE PARTIES
5.1. The Parties shall be liable for non-performance or improper performance of their respective obligations under this Contract in accordance with the existing legislation of the Republic of Belarus.
5.2. If the Buyer delays any payment under this Contract, it shall pay to the Seller a penalty at the rate of 0.1% of the value of unpaid commodity for each day while such payment remains overdue.
5.3. If the Seller delays delivery of the commodity, it shall pay to the Buyer a penalty at the rate of 0.1% of the value of the undelivered (short-delivered) commodity for each day while such delivery remains overdue.
5.4. The payment of the penalty shall not relieve the guilty Party of its obligations under this Contract, and of the duty to indemnify the other Party for the damage sustained by the latter as a result of the failure to observe the terms of this Contract.
5.5. If the Seller supplies a deficient commodity, it shall replace the batch of such commodity, or reimburse the Buyer for the value of such batch, within 15 calendar days from the date of receipt of the relevant notice and of the documents confirming non-compliance of the quality indicators with the terms of this Contract, unless the Parties agree on a different period. 
5.6. The Seller shall, where and as provided by the existing legislation, issue (send) an electronic invoice for the shipped (delivered) commodity which shall be used for value added tax settlements between the Seller and the Buyer, and for recognition of value added tax deductions.
If the Seller fails to perform the obligation specified in the first part of this subparagraph, it shall pay to the Buyer a penalty which shall be equal to the twofold amount of the value added tax charged on the shipped (delivered) commodity.
6. FORCE MAJEURE
6.1. Neither Party shall be liable for full or partial failure to perform its obligations under this Contract, if such failure is a consequence of operation of force majeure circumstances occurring after the execution of this Contract. The Parties agree that the following events shall be considered force majeure circumstances: floods, fires, earthquakes and other natural disasters, wars, military hostilities, acts or actions of government authorities, and other circumstances which do not depend on the will of the Parties, have material impact on the performance of the Parties of their respective obligations under this Contract, and could not have been reasonably foreseen or anticipated by the Parties.
6.2. The occurrence of the circumstances specified in subparagraph 6.1 of this Contract shall be confirmed by a certificate issued by the relevant Chamber of Commerce and Industry.
6.3. If any force majeure circumstances are of a temporary nature, the Parties shall be relieved of liability for the duration of such circumstances and their consequences.
6.4. The Party rendered incapable of performing its obligations due to the operation of force majeure circumstances shall notify the other Party and JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ within 3 calendar days following the date of occurrence of such circumstances, and shall bear the risk of losses resulting from its failure to serve, or late service of, such notice.
7. DISPUTE SETTLEMENT PROCEDURE
7.1. All disputes and differences arising out of this Contract, including those related to modification of its terms or its termination, shall be resolved by the Arbitration Commission of JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ in accordance with the Regulations of the Arbitration Commission, unless the Parties agree on a different dispute settlement procedure. 
The Parties agree that it shall not be mandatory for them to assert a claim (file a written offer of voluntary settlement of the dispute) or resort to mediation prior to referring any dispute arising out of this Contract to the Arbitration Commission, unless otherwise stipulated by the specification or the agreement between the Parties.
8. REGISTRATION OF THE CONTRACT
8.1. This Contract, all amendments and additions to this Contract, and any agreement on termination of this Contract shall be subject to mandatory registration by JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ in accordance with the Rules of Exchange Trading at JSC 'Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange' and other by-laws of JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’.
9. EFFECTIVE TERM
9.1. This Contract shall come into effect as of the date of its registration by JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’, and shall remain in effect until full performance by the Parties of their respective obligations. 
10. MISCELLANEOUS
10.1. Amendments and additions to this Contract (with the exception of those related to the name, quantity, and price of the commodity) shall be made, or this Contract shall be terminated, by agreement between the Parties, or in other situations stipulated by the existing legislation.
10.2. Unilateral repudiation of this Contract and unilateral modification of its terms shall not be permitted, except as otherwise stipulated by the applicable legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus.
10.3. If the Parties have any obligations pursuant to Decree of the President of the Republic of Belarus dated April 2, 2015 No. 146 ‘On Financing of Procurement of Modern Plant and Equipment’, the Parties shall be guided by the said normative legal act.
10.4. To the extent not regulated by this Contract, relations between the Parties shall be regulated by the existing legislation of the Republic of Belarus.
11. LEGAL ADDRESSES AND DETAILS OF THE PARTIES
11.1. In the event of any changes in the details provided below, the Parties shall notify each other and JSC ‘Belarusian Universal Commodity Exchange’ accordingly within 3 calendar days.
